
Chart: Correlation between quiz average and passing grade in the course
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This quadrant: Few people who have a 
quiz average below 60 pass the course

This quadrant: Most people who 
have a quiz average above 60 
pass the course

This quadrant: Few people who have a 
quiz average above 60 fail the course

This quadrant: Most people 
who have a quiz average 
below 60 fail the course

This chart shows that there is a positive correlation 
between a passing quiz average and a passing 
course grade. It further shows that the quiz average 
(mainly) doesn't cause, but instead (mainly) predicts, 
the final grade. Therefore, if you take the quizzes 
seriously and learn what it takes to earn a passing 
average, you statistically have a much better chance 
to pass the course.

These are students whose quiz average 
did cause them to fail the course

Almost nobody with a quiz average 
over 80 fails the course
